Happy Valley Enrichment: Food Policy and Hold Harmless Policy

Snack/Food & Allergy/Medical Information Policy:

For afternoon classes, children may bring a snack for themselves only, and no food may
be shared. If there are food/medicine allergies or needs, the instructors must be made
aware as well as provided with a plan from the parent/guardian on how to manage.

As the legal guardian, YOU must work with the enrichment instructor to be sure your child
has access to his/her medications, as his/her medication in the school office may not be
available.

Hold Harmless Policy:
